2008 Fall Soccer Registration

Swansea-Somerset Youth Soccer League (SSYSL) is NOW accepting
registrations for the Fall 2008 Recreation Season. Our Fall season is for
the recreational player who is either just learning to play the game

or has played it for a number of years.The program is set up in single,
co-ed age groups starting at U5 (4yrs old on or before 7/31/08) and
continuing until U14 (13yrs old on or before 7/31/08).The fall season
starts the last Saturday in August and runs through the first Sunday in
Nov, with Labor Day & Columbus Day weekends off. Most age groups
play games on Saturdays between 8:30am and 4:30pm, U13/14
currently plays on Sundays.The schedule rotates so teams do not
play the same time every week. For the initial couple of weeks of the
season, the teams will also play one game a week on a weeknight in
order to allow the children to play one or two additional games while
we still have daylight in the evening. All games are played at North
Elementary School in Somerset. The teams will have practice once or
twice a week in the evening, at the coach’s discretion.
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Land Acquisition

The process of purchasing the 17 acres of land for the future
development of our own soccer fields, is getting very close to
being finalized. The league and the Furtado Family is moving
through the final reviews and approvals with the town of
Swansea and we are confident that we will close on the property
and take ownership by the end of April. We have diligently been
working on this project for over 2 yrs now and the closing is in-
